Leadership is the most powerful component of
culture. Leaders affect change, which in turn creates
and sustains culture. Safety leaders are vision-
creators, initiators and change agents who guide
people and ensure the safety culture promulgates
and lives throughout our society.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY AUTHORITY

The Electrical Safety Authority is an independent not-
for-profit corporation that ensures electrical safety
throughout Ontario on behalf of the Ontario
Government. The ESA operates as a Delegated
Administrative Authority (DAA) designated by the
Minister of Consumer Services to protect the public
by administering and enforcing the electrical safety
provisions of the Electricity Act and regulations. ESA
inspires safety excellence in Ontario by collaborating
with business, industry and the general public to
enhance electrical safety in Ontario homes, work and
environment.

AWARD CRITERIA

The goal of the Ontario Electrical Safety Awardso
promote electrical safety and the building of a
safety culture. The awards recognize those who
demonstrate exceptional leadership in the
promotion of electrical safety in Ontario.

Individual and Organization awards will be based on
outstanding achievement in the following areas:

 Community involvement

9 Commitment to electrical safety education,
information and awareness programs

9 Contribution to research and development,
technology or standards development that
contribute to electrical safety

I Development or implementation of prevention
based programs.

The Awards Committee will also consider the
contribution of the individual or organization to the
creation of a safety culture in Ontario. The
committee will look for the demonstrable
embodiment of at least one of the five fundamental
beliefs that build an electrical safety culture:

1. Electrical accidents and incidents at home and at
work are socially unacceptable.

2. All accidents and injuries can be prevented.

3. We are each guardians of our own safety and that
of our family, friends, community and co-workers.

4. Safety is an integral part of our day to day lives
and every job.

5. Electricity provides both tremendous benefits but
also serious safety risks.

AWARD ELIGIBILITY

A nominated organization can include businesses,
associations, organizations or divisions or
department of a municipal or regional
government.

9 A sponsor organization that has partnered with
another organization in electrical safety initiatives
may be nominated.

Y A nominated individual does not have to be a
resident of Ontario.

{ Joint nominations for two or more individuals or
organizations working in partnership on a
common initiative are eligible.

i Directors and staff of the Electrical Safety
Authority are ineligible for nomination.

Nominations Deadline: Friday, September 3, 2010

A complete nomination package must include:

9 Nomination Form: Please complete the attached
nomination form in detail, and submit it with all
documentation.

9 Nomination Description: Provide up to a one-page
description of the reasons the individual or
organization should be considered for an award.

9 Nominee Profile: Provide up to a one-page
personal biography or corporate profile.

1 Supporting Reference Letters: Provide at least
one letter supporting the nomination. Letters
must be signed and include contact information.

w Optional: Provide up to three pages of additional
information or supporting documentation about
your nominee.

Only one copy is necessary. Please note it is the
responsibility of the nominator to ensure that the
nomination package is complete and includes the
supporting reference letters at the time it is
submitted to the Electrical Safety Authority.
Nomination packages will not be returned and will be
kept confidential.

All documentation must be received by the
nomination deadline. We regret that late or
incomplete submissions will not be considered by
the Selection Committee. Nomination packages may
be mailed, faxed, e-mailed or submitted in person.
